A 55-year-old man was referred for growing lesions on his left eyelid for several years. The patient had not
seen a physician during the progression of the disease.
On admission, a large ulcerated lesion was seen on his left upper eyelid (Figur.1).
Ophthalmologic examination objective a 10/10 visual acuity bilaterally. Ocular tone was normal in both eyes.
Slit lamp examination showed no abnormalities in the anterior segment and fundus.
Cerbro-orbital imaging showed no loco regional invasion; extension workup for secondary locations was
unremarkable.
A fine needle biopsy of the lesion was performed.
Histopathological evaluation of the eyelid lesion revealed a well-differentiated squamous cell carcinoma.
The patient will benefit from a surgical removal with palpebral reconstruction.
