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A 63-year-old female presented with gradually progressive diminution of vision in the left eye for 6 

months. On ocular examination, the unaided visual acuity in the right eye (RE) was 6/36 and Hand movements 

with perception of light in the left eye (LE). On dilated slit-lamp examination, RE was pseudophakic and LE had 

mature senile cataract with inferior lens coloboma. The iris morphology in both eyes was normal with no clinically 

appreciable iridodonesis or phacodonesis. B scan had no evidence of coloboma, and also no significant findings 

were found on systemic examination.
